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Minutes from November OCCC Meeting  

MARCH 14, 2010 
SOUTH OMAHA SOKOL HALL 
  
A festival planning meeting was held at 11 AM prior to commencing the March Monthly OCCC Meeting.  Present were Sonja

Following a noon pot luck which was enjoyed by approximately 56 members and guests, The Omaha Czech Cultural Club March 
14, 2010 meeting was called to order by Sonja Kapoun-Roof.
