Dear teacher of the Czech Language,

The new school year commences in 2 weeks. I would like, therefore, to introduce to you our organization and what it can do for you. The Czech North America Chamber of Commerce & Culture Inc. has been established on October 28, 1998, in Boston, Massachusetts, at the official ceremony attended by then Czech premier Petr Pitthart. Its founders were were personalities as famous as Tomas J.Bata and A.Karel Velan (who is now the President of our organization). Our organization is incorporated in the State of Georgia as a non-profit organization and its objective is to promote Czech culture in the US and Canada. Our offices are in Atlanta, Georgia and in Toronto, Canada. We have established a website http://www.czechevents.net which in its 6th year  of operation reached a strong visibility among Czech expatriates raging from 35,000 visitors to 54 ,000 visitors per month.

Each organization has to evolve according the needs which relate to its purpose. Our purpose is to promote Czech culture in the US and Canada. We started with promotion of concerts , art exhibitions and theatre performances organized by Czech organizations across North America. Last fall, we have expanded into promotion of the Czech Language among children of the Czechs parents living at this Continent. Dr. Lucie Slavikova-Boucher, the founder of the Czech School Without Border (see http://csbh.freeforums.org/about-us-t3.html ), is now a member of our Board. Her seminar in New York  led me to the next project. We have entered into a joint venture with the Foundation for the Czech Language at the University of Nebraska in Lincoln to develop a new Czech language course.  This project is progressing well.

I have visited the Compatriate Division of the CzechMinistry of Foreign Affairs in Prague and I have learned that the preservation of the  Czech language among the expatriates and their children is now a priority and a official policy of the Czech Republic Ministry of Foreigh Affairs.

In the meantime, I have been assembling a database of teachers of the Czech language in the US and Canada. By now , we have over 120 persons in my database and I am not finished yet.

The Board of Directors of our organization has decided to invite Czech teachers & translators to become members of the Chamber and established a new category of the membership specifically for teachers & translators of the Czech language, living and working in the USA and Canada, with the  following benefits:

i) Promotion of your name , location , website and email address on our www.czechevents.net Internet portal

ii) The usage of the Czech language teachers’ forum which we have already established on our website, initially for the Czech SchoolWithout Borders http://csbh.freeforums.org/about-us-t3.html in order   that you can communicate among themselves and with us. 

iii) We will assist  you with your problems using our contacts with the Czech governmental institutions, e.g. Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of Culture, Czechoslovak Foreign Institut  and others.

iv) We will publish sources, websites, and literature you need for your work and assist you with necessary resources.

v) The Chamber is able to apply for grants from the Czech governments to obtain Czech language textbooks. If you have this in mind, the membership is the right venue to obtain the necessary  assistance.

The membership application is attached. By a special resolution of the Board, we are establishing a Teachers & Translators Category for an annual fee of US $20.00 (as opposed to minimum individual membership of $ 85.00)

We are looking forward to assisting  you with the teaching of the  Czech language in North America.
