A choir of local and area voices will also participate in the Mass.  Dr. Dixon has produced five piano CDs and five organ CDs.  She has toured extensively internationally.  This spring she played the opening concert for the 400th Anniversary of the Temple Church in London, England.  Following that she played a series of eight organ and piano concerts as featured performer at various venues in the American Spring Music Festival organized by the international Dvorak Society in the Czech Republic.  Dr. Dixon is an Iowa native who fully discovered the Spillville area starting during RAGBRAI several years ago.
