In his talk he will treat Stoppard's ability as a high culture playwright to deal with pop cultural elements with wit and elegance.   Hall will make reference to his own experiences directing Stoppard's The Real Thing in Lincoln Nebraska and also discuss Stoppard's most famous works, Rosencrantz and Guildenstern Are Dead and Shakespeare in Love as well as Stoppard's most recent works and his involvement in Czech politics.
