The internationally recognized Luscinia choir led by conductor Jirí Slovík hails from Opava in the Czech Republic. Established at the Mendel Grammar School in 1995, the group has recorded five CDs. The choir's repertoire contains compositions from Renaissance to contemporary Czech and world composers, jazz spirituals, and folk music. Currently, the choir holds the Guinness World Record for the shortest opera recorded. The choir cooperates with the Janácek Chamber Orchestra in Ostrava and records CDs for Czech Radio Ostrava.
