Shy, slow-witted Standa plans to travel to Brno to spend the night with Olinka, the girl of his dreams. While Olinka receives advice regarding lovemaking from supportive single women who live in her building, Standa relies on the encouragement of his slightly more experienced older brother Janda. The brothers stop beforehand in a local pub, where Janda tries to shore up Standa's courage. Meanwhile, Olinka deals with the unexpected return of her overprotective mother by drugging her unconscious. Olinka plans to lose her virginity to Standa, but his extreme nervousness threatens to disrupt their romantic plans. The film won the Czech Critics' Award for Best Feature film and was screened at the 2004 Tribeca Film Festival.
