The evening's free performances will be tied together by polka music, performed live by the eight-piece band, The Texas  Dutchmen.  CORE Performance Company will premiere their newest polka-inspired contemporary dance choreography, joined as well by new works by contemporary choreographers, Jhon Stronks and Leslie Skates, who will also be using polka music. There will also be traditional polka dancing by the Polka Lovers Klub of America "Red and Whites" who will be on hand to give lessons to the audience before the show. Featuring the live music by local polka band, the Texas Dutchmen, choreographer and Artistic Director, Sue Schroeder will collaborate with the dancers of CORE Performance Company and members of the "Red and Whites," the local chapter of the Polka Lovers Klub of America, to create a dance tribute to her Czech/German Texas heritage.  There will be pre-show polka lessons beginning at 7:30 p.m. with the performance starting at 8 p.m.  There will be bingo with prizes during the intermission, and the show will culminate in a Polka Dance Party with the audience.

The Texas Dutchmen band was formed in 1970 with the best area musicians from Czech, German and Polish backgrounds. Since then, the band has played thousands of shows throughout Texas and the Central US, including weddings, anniversaries, the Praha Picnic, the National Polka Festival in Ennis, the Knights of Columbus State convention, the SPJST Convention as well as many of the dance halls and clubs in Texas. The band also appeared on radio shows on KFRD, KTRH, KSEV, KULP and the Ennis festival KBEC live broadcast.  The band has appeared at numerous festivals, bazaars and other dances over the years. They also appeared at the Sam Houston Race Park, Alley Theatre, and the Accordion Kings at the Miller Outdoor Theatre. The Texas Polka Music Association awarded Harry Czarnek Band Leader of the Year in 1991; Song Writer of The Year in 1996 for "Six Pack Landler" and the Texas Dutchmen Band was awarded Album of the Year for Songs Of  The Old Country in 1996. CORE Performance Company, the professional touring company of Several Dancers Core, focuses on the ongoing development of the artistic process through the creation of new work.  Made up of individual artists, the company performs new choreography that evolves through an intentional collaboration of experimentation and improvisation with artists from different mediums, in this case, the musicians of The Texas Dutchmen.
