Karlstejn Castle was built by Charles IV, King of Bohemia and Holy Roman Emperor, to house the crown jewels and to be a place of relaxation and meditation. No women were permitted to enter. But his young wife wants in, as does a village girl who must prove she's spent the night there to convince her beloved's father to allow him to marry her. Both women dress up as male pages and get inside, but complications ensue when a foreign dignitary arrives.
