The 7-member band Plastic People of the Universe creates extraordinarily original songs influenced by experimenting with electronic, jazz, and funk music. Founded in 1968, this legendary rock band served as a major symbol of resistance to former Czechoslovakia's communist regime. The Plastic People's imprisonment caused worldwide public condemnation of the regime and contributed to the birth of Charter 77. The band is comprised of Josef Janíček (keyboard), Vratislav Brabenec (saxophone), Jiří Kabes (violin), Joe Karafiát (guitar), Ivan Bierhanzl (string bass), Ludvík Kandl (drums), and Eva Turnová (bass guitar).
